The Twelve Bridges that connect the Holy City of Cir with the mainland include…
Resolve:  made of stone, and requiring complete determination to cross
Undetermined Walkway: for folks who don’t quite know what they’re about
Bridge of No Return:  painted black and used only once a year by the scholar, Balbadoris, during the feast of the Great Light. This is the Beggar King’s bridge

Amethyst:  a glittering bridge that requires absolute peace of mind to cross
Ne’er Do Well:  a dangerous bridge made of uneven planks and designed for those who are up to no good
Peril:  made of worn rope and rotting wood, and suitable for folks who are facing danger
Many Happy Returns: a joyful arching bridge with pretty paint. You’ll need your head screwed on right to cross this one
Lovelost:  for the broken-hearted
The Tooth Grinder: a noisy bridge, for an angry passage
Melancholia:  the drooping bridge, made for sad folks
Mystic Corridor: it takes great faith to cross this way, for you must step out into thin air. Often on Sundays you will hear splashes into the river, as people attempt to cross by the Mystic Corridor, and fail
Burlesque:  for actors, poseurs and dramatics. Undercats tend most often to use this bridge.
